Application Process

Applicants must apply to the Zonta club nearest to them by the club deadline. The Zonta Club
winner proceeds to the District level where one applicant is chosen to be the District winner. The
District candidate is submitted to Zonta International for consideration of the Zonta International
scholarship.

Eligibility

Women pursing a business or business-related degree who demonstrate outstanding potential in
the field are eligible. Online students are also eligible.

The application also must include transcripts with an explanation of the grading system, word
count met, signatures provided, two recommendations included preferably as reference letters,
the verification of current enrolment form and meet the application requirements.
